The governors of the school met last week and reviewed M
the price of our school dinners. It was noted that these had f§;
not changed in five years and it was felt that, in light of the
significant rise in food, energy and staffing costs, that we
needed to increase the price of dinners in the primary
school and preschool. From September 2023, the price
of a school meal will be £2.75 and a meal in preschool
will be £1.65. We very much recognise that this is a
challenging time for all families and hope you understand
our reasoning behind these changes.
